The unit focuses on imaginative, informative and persuasive texts to understand imagery. It explores different media and how different authors use imagery to enhance and disguise their intended meaning.

	Lesson Focus- Imagery is the use of rich language and illustration to empathise with a character and help portray a visual representation to assist with comprehension. (Making Connections)
· Discuss personal anecdotes about when you have been afraid. Open class discussion about individual fears.
· Introduce cover/title of the book. Students sit Knee to Knee (RRR Pg. 7). Discuss figurative and literal meaning from the cover. Ask students what type of text this may be. Question students to lead them to the understanding that the text is made up of imagery. (Predicting) (Questioning)
· Share story with students without showing them the pictures. Complete an I Wonder activity… (RRR Pg. 182-183) (Questioning)

· Students to be questioned over the song “Penny Lane” – Eg: Has anyone ever heard of the song before or the artists?(Questioning)
· Predict what the song may be about from the title. Discuss whether or not the song is about a lane. Discuss what a lane is. Does anyone live in a lane?  (Predicting) (Questioning) (Making Connections)
· Discuss ideas about how artists convey images and messages in songs. Is the imagery all literal or inferential? (Questioning)

	· Teacher to select passage from the lyrics and read through with the children. Discuss any unknown words/concepts.
