· Provide students with copy of the poem, highlight the adjectives.

· Explore the new vocabulary and create a word bank  
· (Alphaboxes RRR pge30-31) (Summarising)

· Sketch to stretch; draw a picture of Custard the Dragon (described in stanza 3)

 Have students write and explain what adjectives & verbs have helped them create their images. (Visualising) Early finishers can sketch the pirate (stanza 8). 
· Model creating similes of known things.

· The poem uses 5 similes to describe characters’ actions and appearances.  - Mouth like a fireplace, chimney for a nose. Brave as a barrel full of bears. 
· View images/videos of Chinese dragons, have students make up their own similes for them and their actions.
